punctually paid; and on the further conditions that they shall within six years after my death, cause to be erected a substantive Tomb of Stone, to be obtained for the purpose, of suitable dimensions, on the land which shall be obtained …....on, for the erection of an Episcopal Church, near my residence, or rather on the lot I may give for the purpose; and it is my wish, and I hereby direct, that my body, after my death be deposited in the Tomb ….…to be constructed , and that the body of my late deceased wife Elizabeth R. Johnson be removed from the Tomb in my Garden, where it now reposes, and be deposited also in the said Contemplative (?) Tomb, by the side of mine, there to remain: and for the erection of such a church above referred to, I give to my nephew Joseph Johnson, a lot of land of one arpent in front with the depth of five arpents, situate on the upper boundary of my plantation, adjoining to the lands …………….., on which Dr. Lewis has erected a small frame house, and to aid in the construction of such a church, I give to my …nephew Joseph Johnson, a certain tract of land provided by my executor ….. after ….., to said S.H. Stockett who is authorized to …..as long as he may think proper
