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Eleanor Wickliffe, who was born in 1884 at Wickland, met and married Wiley C. Magee of Bogalusa, LA, while on a 1924 visit to relatives in New Orleans and her close friend, Miss Catherine Cassidy of  Bogalusa, LA.  A school teacher, age 40 at the time, Eleanor was Magee’s second wife and they had no children.

Magee was Chief of Police, tax collector, and head of public works for the Great Southern Lumber Company in Bogalusa, the largest sawmill in the world producing one million board feet of lumber a day from 1907 until 1935.  Importing redwood from California was tried, but found too costly and the mill closed in 1938.

Eleanor was the daughter of Captain John D. Wickliffe and his second wife, a cousin named Mary Wickliffe, daughter of  John’s first cousin Judge John Crebbs Wickliffe.  

After her marriage to Mr. Magee, Eleanor lived at 329 Carolina Avenue where she and her husband took in three boarders in the south first floor section of the house, two engineers and an executive secretary.  The three boarders shared a common bathroom under the stairs to the second floor.  
Mrs. Magee,  a widow of 62, decided to return to Kentucky and Wickland to be near relatives in her elder years.   She sold the house at 329 Carolina in 1944 to Robert D. Lawrence Sr., plant manager for Southern Bell Telephone Company.  She left behind the ornate chair that she said her father had rescued from the statehouse when it burned during the civil war.  I remember that she said it should stay in Louisiana, where it belonged.

Capt. John D. Wickliffe, Co. A, Second Kentucky, was attached to the 21st Indiana in occupied Baton Rouge 1862-’63 and was visiting with his first cousin, Robert C. Wickliffe, former governor of Louisiana (1856-’60).   Governor Wickliffe was anti-secession and a unionist, so he moved freely about the city.   Captain Wickliffe, according to his daughter, saved the chair from the conflagration.  He left it at R. C. Wickliffe plantation, Wyoming, in St. Francisville.  From there it went to Wickland and then to Bogalusa with Eleanor after she married Mr. Magee.
